In the Archdiocese of Washington (ADW), young Catholics who were baptized as infants are confirmed in the seventh or eighth grade.  These young Catholics should be participating, from the age of reason, in an ongoing catechetical program through a parish or an archdiocesan-approved religious education program. If your child meets these criteria, but will be in 9th grade or higher next year, or if your child will be in 7th or 8th grade next year and was baptized and confirmed through the Rite of Christian Initiation for Children, please contact me directly.
